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Vikasit Krishi Sankalp Abhiyana (VKSA) 

(29-05-2025 to 12-06-2025) 

A BRIEF REPORT 

The nationwide pre-kharif campaign, Vikasit Krishi Sankalp Abhiyana (VKSA), was jointly 

organized by DARE-ICAR and the Ministry of Agriculture and Farmers Welfare from May 29, 

2025, to June 12, 2025. It was carried out by the ICAR Krishi Vigyan Kendra Dakshina Kannada, 

Mangalore, in collaboration with ICAR institutes and the State Agriculture Department, 

Horticultural Department, NGO’s, PACS, and Gram Panchayaths.  During these 15 days campaign 

a team comprising scientists from ICAR Krishi Vigyan Kendra, ICAR- Central Marine Fisheries 

Research Institute, Mangalore Centre, Directorate of Cashew Research Puttur covered 119 villages 

of the taluks of Mangaluru, Bantwal Belthangady, Puttur, Mulki, and Moodabidri. Information on 

the latest crop technologies and Kharif activities to be undertaken in important crops of the district, 

such as paddy, arecanut, coconut, and pepper, was provided to the farmers. Topics covering various 

aspects of cultivation practices in major crops of the district, such as seed treatment in paddy, 

integrated nutrient management in arecanut, pepper, and cocoa, importance of soil test, safe use of 

pesticides, scientific preparation of Bordeaux mixture, and cashew as a profitable crop, were 

provided to farmers, apart from information on subsidiary enterprises like dairy, poultry, and 

fisheries. Highlights of the program included awareness jathas, environmental day celebration, 

method demonstration of seed treatment in paddy, scientific preparation of Bordeaux mixture, Soil 

Health card distribution, and information on government schemes such as PM-Kisan, SHC, and 

PMFBY. Dignitaries comprising the president of the gram panchayat, president, and CEO of 

PACS, NGOs, office bearers of taluk Krishika Samaja, officers of the Agricultural Department and 

other allied development department, Krishi Sakhis, Pashu sakhis, progressive farmers, award-

winning farmers, and farmers of the village actively participated in the program. The program 

received wide publicity through mass media, newspapers, e-web papers, and social media. Expert 

talks were delivered on the radio, and a live-in program was conducted on a local TV channel 

highlighting the program. In total, approximately 9674 farmers benefited from this fortnightly 

campaign.
